Deadline: Pre-Registration forms must be postmarked no later than June 15, 2007 Everyone is encouraged to enter before this dead-
line date. Registrations will also be accepted on Thursday, June 2Ist at the O Connor Field Uouse from 2 to 7 pm.

Fees: $10 per participant entitles participants to enter as many events as they wish (please consider dates and times of events if enter-
ing more than one).

Registration: Completely fill out the registration entry form included (or download from www.idahoyouthgames.org) and return by June 15,
2007.

Team Events: All participants must fill out individual registration forms. Team Captain's are required to fill out a Team Roster
(included) in addition to registration, and turn in all team players registration forms together.

Insurance: AlL participants must provide a copy of proof of insurance with the registration form. In the event of an injury or illness requir-
ing hospital treatment, expenses must be paid by the participant. For participants who do not have insurance, check the appropriate box for
a scholarship on the registration form.

Cligibility: Participants must send in registration form signed by a parent or guardian, proof of insurance, $10.00 entry fee and Team
Roster (team events only). This information must be mailed and post marked by June 15, 200/. Registrations will also be accepted
from 2 to 7 pm on June 2lIst at the O Connor Field Uouse for most events. Participant ages are based on age as of June 21, 2007.

Sportsmanship/Conduct: Participants and coaches must respect the decisions of the officials during and after the competitions. These
individuals are volunteering their time and abuse or harassment will not be tolerated. Such behavior will result in disqualification. Sports
Commissioners, officials and venue managers have the authority to eject or disqualify any person that they feel is acting in an unsports-
manlike fashion.
